
HealthSource of Ohio (Brown) Community Health Center and Workforce Training Center 
Expansion Award: $3,622,000  
HealthSource of Ohio (HSO) will expand its health center in the village of Mt. Orab, allowing for 
increased access to primary care and dental services and offering designated space for medical 
and dental job training. To address the growing need for healthcare professionals in Brown 
County, HSO will hire a family medicine clinician, dentist, dental hygienist, and support staff. In 
addition, HSO is developing its training curriculum for dental assistants to mirror the success of 
its medical assistant program and provide students with the opportunity to train for a career in 
dental care services.  

  

HealthSource of Ohio (Clermont) Community Health Center and Workforce Training Center 
Expansion  Award: $3,400,000  

In partnership with the city of Loveland, HealthSource of Ohio (HSO) will expand an existing 
school-based health center in Loveland that will provide space for an additional primary care 
clinician while also adding much-needed telehealth services for the nearby Goshen school-
based health center. The project will also create 2-3 certified medical assistant roles giving 
patients access to the full scope of services offered by HSO including medical, dental, vision, 
behavioral health, and pharmacy services. HSO plans to partner with Ohio Means Jobs and 
other community agencies to ensure rural community members have the opportunities they 
need to be healthy and employed.
